Minot Air Force Base (MAFB)
Classes and degree programs are available to military personnel, their dependents, and civilians at the Minot Air Force Base (MAFB) in the Francis

Computer Literacy Requirement
According to the Department of Defense directive 1322.8, all students completing a degree on the Minot Air Force Base must do one of the following: 1) 
successfully complete an introduction to computer science course as one of their program electives, or 2) present evidence (credential, transcript, etc.) 
that computer literacy has been obtained.

Drop and Withdrawals—Military
All military members using tuition assistance who wish to drop courses or withdraw from the semester must complete the appropriate drop/withdrawal 
procedures with Minot State and visit with the Education Center to adjust their tuition assistance account. Failure to follow the drop/withdrawal 
procedures will result in a failing grade for each course for which the student has enrolled.
